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Temperature and Drought Conditions: 
Temperatures during the first part of WY2025 
were very warm, especially on the eastern 
side of the state. Drought conditions in the 
South Platte basin vary from no drought to D2 
severe drought. Generally, drought conditions 
have improved for most of the basin over the 
last 6 months.   
 
Snowpack and Reservoir Storage: Snowpack 
has degraded quickly across the entire state 
due to warm temperatures. Peak snowpack 
came early, averaging 11 days early across the 
state. The South Platte basin’s snowpack was 
in part prolonged by late April and early May 
snowstorms that hit the eastern part of the 
state. Currently SWE is at 78% of median. 
Statewide, SWE is 58%. As of May 1, reservoir storage statewide was at 93% of median.    
 
 
Seasonal outlook: The monthly outlook indicates above normal temperatures and above normal 
chances of precipitation. The three-month outlook indicates above normal temperatures and below 
normal chance of precipitation
